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Given that with Nano Technology we can now manufacture or mould matter or atomic particles to attract or bond to other specific particles in a biosynthetic process there are now endless possibilities to application and design on what we can engineer. 
For the greater good of mankind versus the economic benefits of shareholders in any given funding source there are definitely set limitations of inventiveness and development in application of these possibilities. However as the crude elementals of our industrial expansionism are now becoming a starkly limited resource for economic supremacy and the fact that our sheer sustainability of our human existence on this planet is starting to be of a more global concern, this has to make way for more environmentally nurturing or replenishing inventions to be developed and re discovered as brilliant solutions to sustain rather than contain and control because of old world fuel based technologies. 
These fuels are depleting unable to be regenerated as rapidly as the old technology demands.

World renowned Ecologist Edward Goldsmith in his introduction to his book The Way: An Ecological World -View (first published in 1992 by Rider) states; “By destroying the natural world in this way we are making our planet progressively less habitable. If current trends persist, in no more than a few decades it will cease to be capable of supporting complex forms of life. This may sound far fetched; unfortunately, it is only too realistic. My colleagues and I have documented the trends and the likely outcome, ad nauseam, in The Ecologist over the last 21 years.
Why, we might ask, are we doing this? The answer is that our society is committed to economic development – a process by which its very nature must increase systematically the impact of our economic activities on an environment ever less capable of sustaining them, and ever more deeply degrading them. An idea of the gross mismatch between the impact of human activities and the environment’s capacity to sustain them is provided by the fact that we now co-opt, for our own use and for various economic activities, fully 40 per cent of the Biosphere’s  terrestrial Net Primary Produce (NPP). What is more, if economic activities continue to expand at the present rate, within no more than a few decades we will co-opt 100 per cent of NPP – which of course, is not remotely conceivable.”
Since Michael Faraday defined the Ion we have had created, on mass and through concentrated manipulation, this amazing technologically advanced environment that perpetually preserves, protects, enhances and extends our humanity in ways we once could only have imagined. This, in a very simplistic view, has accelerated an unbalance of the natural life source of energy that our planet was more harmoniously maintaining. It is, therefore, the way in which we harness energy and reshape or dissect matter that determines our inevitable outcome for the future generations of all life forms who will inhabit this planet.
Philosophically, we are on the verge of a new renaissance that is global rather than regionally resource driven. Scientifically we are faced with two paths. One path leads to enhance the greed and powerful control of the few who currently have it and the other leads to opening up the secret knowledge that has been stifled and contorted for, probably, centuries. All great change is a gradual process and takes a lot of well planned little steps. If we rush into anything we are being foolish and some form of disaster inevitably awaits us.

The brilliance of Vicktor Shauberger the Austrian inventor (Callum Coates book Living Energies) was unfortunately ahead of his time. [image: image1.emf]This object (shown in sketch) was found in 1898 in a tomb at Saqqara, Egypt and was later dated as having been created near 200 BCE. As airplanes were unknown in the days when it was found, it was thrown into a box marked "wooden bird model" and then stored in the basement of the Cairo museum.

It was rediscovered by Dr. Khalil Messiha, who studied models made by ancients. The "discovery" was considered so important by the Egyptian government that a special committee of leading scientists was established to study the object. 

As a result of their findings, a special exhibit was set up in the centre hall of the Cairo museum, with the little model as its centrepiece. It was even labelled as a model airplane.

To elucidate the reasons for the decision of the committee, almost unprecedented in the field of archaeology, let's consider some aspects of the model. The model has the exact proportions of a very advanced form of "pusher-glider" that is still having "some bugs ironed out". This type of glider will stay in the air almost by itself—even a very small engine will keep it going at low speeds, as low as 45 to 65 mph., while it can carry an enormous payload. This ability is dependent on the curious shape of wings and their proportions. The tipping of wings downward, a reversedihedral wing as it is called, is the feature behind this capability. A similar type of curving wings are implemented on the Concorde airplane, giving the plane a maximum lift without detracting from its speed.

In that context, it seems rather incredible that someone, more than 2,000 years ago, for any reason, devised a model of a flying device with such advanced features, requiring quite extensive knowledge of aerodynamics. There were no such things as airplanes in these times, we are told by archaeologists and historians. But this case seems to be an exception, living in the midst of the rather unimaginative and rigid paradigm of contemporary science. It is also necessary to point out that Egyptians are known to have nearly always made scale-models of projects and objects which they planned to create or build.
 
These are but highlights which are only scratching the surface of change. The point I am attempting to reinforce in this brief is the fact that we are at the point of colossal change in the course of our elliptical planetary evolution.  As our planet revolves around our sun so too does our sun revolve around our galaxy. As our Galaxy revolves around our Universe all at different elliptical life cycles, so too we have as a species in the revolution of enlightenment and technology. From eternal life (where time no longer exists) to life and death cycles of ignorance and renaissance (metered by limited knowledge and linear time) then back around again to eternal life.
With a team of specialists from various degrees of interests and studies we can develop amazing and naturally patterned instruments that will revolutionise our existence.
